Steps to planning a successful event

Do:

· Gather a team – a group of friends or colleagues with whom you can share responsibilities for the event.  
· Brainstorm ideas – to develop your ideas and encourage your team to support you.
· Agree on an event & target – set your goal and decide how to reach it.  Draw up a budget and list all the possible costs you may have to meet in order to reach your target.
· Organise a venue and a date – have a few dates in mind so you can choose which best suits the availability of family and friends.
· Contact us for extra support and approval - we will help you with authorisation from ChildFund, Garda permits if necessary and promotional materials. 
· Make a to-do list - with a timeline and allocation of responsibilities to team members. Create some milestones for your fundraising.
· Promote the event - through websites, posters, flyers and press releases.  Ask local businesses for support. 
· Prepare a schedule for the day itself - outlining the time at which each activity will take place and who has responsibility for it. 
· Evaluate the event – make sure to thank everyone involved
DON’T:
· Underestimate the potential of tried and trusted local events
· Lose sight of your target 
· Forget to have fun and keep in touch with ChildFund for support
· Worry - we’re here to help if you need us!
Methods of Payment
There are a number of methods in which money raised can be sent to ChildFund Ireland.
· Cheque or money order – These should be made payable to ChildFund Ireland and sent to our office at ‘22 Windsor Place, Dublin 2’ with details of your name, address and phone number.
· Credit Card – payments can be made by phone to ChildFund Ireland on 01 6762128.  The caller must state that the donation is for your event and provide your full name and address.

· Cash – if you are collection money on the day, ensure that it is counted and recorded by at least two individuals and is lodged to a bank as soon as possible. Once the money is lodged it can be sent to ChildFund using any of the above methods.
All proceeds must be submitted to ChildFund Ireland within 30 days of the conclusion of the event. This requirement is also necessary to comply with collections held under Garda permits.

Fundraising – Frequently Asked Questions

· How do I receive my Authority to Fundraise from ChildFund?  All requests to fundriase must be sent to ChildFund using the ‘Proposal to Fundraise’ form. When your event is approved we will send you an authorisation letter to fundraise on our behalf. While you are waiting for your Authority to Fundraise you can continue organising your event but you cannot collect any donations until you receive your Authority from ChildFund. If you are under 18 years of age, permission from a parent/guardian must be sought.
· Do I need a Garda permit to Fundraise?                      This depends on the type of fundraising you decide on. Garda permission is only necessary if you plan to hold an event in a public area or organise a collection.  A copy of all permits must be sent to ChildFund before the event takes place.
· Do I need insurance to fundraise?                             If you are fundraising in a venue, please speak to the owner of the venue about what insurance is required. ChildFund cannot provide insurance for any venue or council.     
· Will ChildFund Ireland assist me with publicity in my local newspaper and other media channels?                                                We encourage you to talk to your local media regarding your fundraising as they may feature a story about you in their paper/programme.  All materials sent to any media channel needs to be approved by ChildFund Ireland
· Can I use the ChildFund Ireland logo when I promote my event?      We would love you to include the ChildFund Ireland logo on all collateral for your event and we can provide promotional material for you to use.          
· How do I send the money back to ChildFund?                     Please see our method of payment secion in the fundraising pack.
